Provisional Meeting/Event Attendance Requirements

1. One Candidate Orientation Meeting to be attended on Monday, May 3 or Tuesday May 4th.  Dues will be due by May 12th.  Provisional Retreat will be held June 25th and 26th

2. Provisional Course Meetings: 6 course meetings and 2 mini-meetings will be held from June-May. 

3. One Junior League Board Meeting:  September 2010

4. One of each of the following meetings:

1. Falls Fest Steering Committee – June 2010

2. Christmas Magic Steering Committee- August 2010

5. Community Service project in the fall 2010

6. Jefferson Awards- Community awards held in April at the Kemp Center for the Arts

7. Attic Affair – A 200+ family garage sale that serves as our Headquarters fundraiser. This event allows us to raise enough money to maintain our facility so that we can provide training and hold meetings with one another and members of the community. The provisional class participates by assisting the Attic Affair Committee in the pre-pricing of merchandise and serving as department heads during the sale.

General Meeting Attendance Requirements

General meetings are held from September to May. An evening meeting is always scheduled, however, in some months a noon meeting is also available and you may choose either as an option. These are held on the 4th Tuesday of every month and take place at the LC unless a special event is planned. No meeting is held in December. 3. Purchase $60 worth of tickets to Christmas Magic events

Attic Affair/Headquarters Fundraiser: March or April 2011

1. Work two (2) three hour pre-pricing shifts

2. Serve as a department head during the event for one (1) three hour shift

3. Donate $100.00 worth of sales merchandise

Now Serving Cookbook: Although cookbook purchases are not required during the provisional year, any cookbooks bought by a provisional member will be applied the following year to her cookbook quota as an active member.

Completion of Provisional Course

All of the above requirements must be completed by April 30, 2011. All provisional members meeting their requirements will be voted into active membership at the Board of Directors meeting in May 2011.

Active Member Shift & Financial Requirements 

1. Annual Dues

Payable each spring by May 1 for the following year in the amount of $98.00

2. Attend Monthly General Meetings

3. Serve on One Committee and One Placement Each Year

Every member is required to have one placement and one committee. Your placement is usually your big job lasting for the majority of the League year, whereas your committee is usually a smaller time commitment, possibly lasting only for a short time. Sometimes the placement and committee are not related. For example, your placement could be Miracle League Publicity on the Steering Committee and your committee credit could be serving on the Decorations Committee for Christmas Magic. Some placements are such that they also fulfill committee credit because they are a very big job. An example of this is FallsFest Chairmen. They organize the steering committee (committee credit) and work hard getting sponsorships, entertainers, electricity and much more (placement credit).

4. FallsFest: September

1. Work one (1) three hour shift

2. Purchase one (1) $5.00 Volunteer Button for FallsFest

5. Christmas Magic: November

1. Work two (2) three hour shifts

2. Bake two (2) items for the Bake Sale

3. Purchase $60 worth of Christmas Magic Event Tickets

6. Attic Affair/Headquarters Fundraiser: March or April

1. Work one (1) three hour shift

2. Donate a $100.00 worth of merchandise 

7. Cookbook

All Active members will be required to fulfill a one time Cookbook quota of purchasing four (4) Junior League of Wichita Falls, Inc. Cookbooks by the end of their first Active Year. Thereafter, each Active member shall be required to purchase one (1) cookbook for five (5) years to total nine (9) cookbooks, or until Sustainer status is chosen. Swap options, if available, may be chosen after the initial four (4) are purchased. Members can elect to complete cookbook obligations sooner than required.

ABSENTEE POLICY

 Due to the amount of material covered at each meeting, Provisional members 

should not miss any required meetings. Any absence requires prior notification to the Provisional Chairman.

 You are allowed two Provisional Course absences and two General Meeting 

absences throughout the course of the year. All fundraiser shifts must be worked. If your absences exceed what is allowed, you will be required to repeat the missed portion of the Provisional Course. You would then be voted into Active Membership the following year.

MEETING NORMS

 Arrive a few minutes before the meeting so you can be prepared to start when 

the call to order is issued. If this is not possible, arrive at the scheduled time 

at the latest but never late. Do not assume that the beginning of a meeting 

will be delayed until all those planning to attend are present.

 Arrange to attend the entire meeting time. Going in and out during meetings is 

disruptive and can throw off the flow of the meeting for others. It is also 

inconsiderate of the speaker. If you are leaving early or going to arrive late, 

ask the meeting leader’s permission to do so before the meeting begins so 

they can rearrange the agenda if necessary.

 When the chairperson asks for feedback and you feel that you have 

something to contribute, be sure to do so. Ask questions as well. Meetings 

are a great place to let people know that you are serious and have something 

to offer. Use this opportunity to demonstrate your knowledge and 

understanding. You can’t just be there physically; you have to be mentally 

present.

 Avoid all electronic distractions. Please remember to silence all cell phones 

and refrain from use as a courtesy to others. During meetings, it is not only 

disruptive for a phone to be ringing or the person next to you to be typing, but 

also annoying and inappropriate.

  Meetings are a training opportunity and shared time with other volunteers. 

Although we enjoy seeing one another’s children, this can often be a 

distraction to the meeting. If at all possible, find a baby sitter so you can

enjoy the meeting without being disturbed by your child or being disruptive

to others. 

 Casual to business dress is appropriate for general meeting. You want to be 

taken seriously, and appearance is important.
